Lifetime Membership
SCOPE
Lifetime membership is defined in the Constitution of the BSCA.  This policy outlines the administration of Life Time Membership on an on-going basis.

OBJECTIVE
To define the administration of the life time membership.  Nothing in this policy supersedes anything contained in the Constitution.

PROCEDURE


· All members who joined prior to 1999 will be eligible for membership when the official membership database shows that their date of joining was 30 years or more ago.  From 1999 on, the membership database will track years of continuous membership, and members must have been in the Club for 30 consecutive years to be eligible for lifetime membership.
· Any member who allows their membership to lapse and must re-apply will lose the accumulated years up to the point of the re-application.  The years of continuous membership count will begin again following the approval of the re-application.
· Existing life members will receive letters from the Treasurer instead of a dues notice.  The letter will inform them of their lifetime membership status. 

· Newly eligible Life Members will receive letters from the Treasurer instead of Dues Notices’.  The letters will inform them that they are eligible for lifetime membership, meaning they receive all rights pertaining to membership, and they must pay the current Newsletter subscription for that particular year, if they wish to receive the BSCA Newsletter.  They are requested to return the tear sheet with their address, etc. for administrative purposes.
· If Life members do not pay the current member subscription rate, they will not receive the Newsletter but will remain a member unless they remove themselves.

· Should a lifetime member voluntarily terminate their membership as outlined in the Constitution, they must reapply following the new member application & approval process.  The continuous years of membership count will begin from the time of the second application.

· Dues recommendations for lifetime members are strongly recommended to be set at $0 on an annual basis.  Since the membership determines the dues at the annual membership meeting, this recommendation must be presented and voted upon annually.
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
